1. Review and Take Action on August meeting minutes

4. Review Zoning Administrator Report and Building Inspector Report
Supervisor Dequaine made a motion to accept the Zoning Administrator report dated
8/10/10 to 9/15/10. Second by Supervisor Jacobs. Motion Carried. 3-0
There was not a Building Inspector report presented.

5. Chad Derenne property
Chad Derenne present to see what his options are to begin building a road off of Vagon
Lane. The portion of Vagon Lane which is town road is assumed to be 150 ft. and had
never been constructed. Motion made by Supervisor Jacobs for the town to publish the
said portion of town road for bids to construct the road from the existing Vagon Lane to
the Chad Derenne property.
