1. Call to Order 
Chairman Dequaine called the meeting to order. Opened the meeting with the Pledge of Allegiance.
 2.   Review and Take Action on previous Town Board meeting minutes
Motion made by Sup Bosman to accept the minutes of January 10, 2023 as presented. Second by Sup DeBroux. Voice vote 3-0 Motion Carried 
 3.   Review Planning Commission minutes   

Motion made by Sup DeBroux to accept the Planning Commission minutes as presented 1-17-2023. Second by Sup Bosman. Voice vote 3-0 Motion Carried. 

 4.   Review Board of Appeals minutes – there was no meeting held
 5.   Review Zoning Administrator Report and Building Inspector Report
Sup Bosman questioned the penalty, Zoning Administrator, Jason stated this was for the beginning of the project without a permit, 5677 Gauthier Rd.  Motion made by Sup Bosman to accept the Zoning Administrator report dated 1-11-2023 through 2-14-2023 and the Building Inspector report for January, 2023. Second by Sup DeBroux. Voice vote 3-0 Motion Carried.

 6.  CSM - Raymond G. Terrien is requesting a CSM Review of his property at GB-363-1
Surveyor, Randall Oettinger was present presented the CSM and explained the utility easement provisions. Raymond Terrien and his son Tony also present. Sup Bosman stated the Planning Commission recommended to approve. Sup Bosman made a motion to accept the CSM for GB-363-1. Second by Sup DeBroux. Voice vote 3-0 Motion Carried.
 7.  Agra Energy Corporation (corporation constructing the digester project for DairyLand Farms)

Tony Long, CTO was present along with the COO of Agra and the Site Supervisor for Agra.
Sup DeBroux stated he saw the presentation and sketches when given to the New Franken Fire Department. Sup DeBroux mentioned his concern is the last party that was entered into an agreement with the Town, things changed, he explained everything was based on taxes. The town runs on taxes, we had an agreement, we had a payment in lieu of taxes. We had a long-dragged out contract to satisfy the town’s concerns for roads, etc. he further stated, we just have to understand as to the permit, he understood it was issued late and so we need to catch up. Sup Bosman stated it was never talked about whether there would be storage for vehicles, etc.  Tony stated, they are leasing the land to Larry but they own the physical structures above ground. Board discussed, they are not sure if this would be something the Assessor would be assessing or how this would work. Chairman Dequaine questioned how many trucks? Agra explained 2 diesel trucks full and every other week another truck, liquid. Using less trucks and lighter trucks. Sup DeBroux stated that the farm has a lot of impact on the vehicles on the road. Discussed when roads are more vulnerable. Tony stated there will not be as much road traffic, if that is a structure that makes sense for the township, he is happy to sit down and talk through how that makes sense. One of the gentlemen lives in Oshkosh, one lives in Green Bay, two others in Oshkosh.  They have a pilot company down in Oshkosh and are working with the University of Oshkosh. It is new technology for burning dairy gas into diesel fuel. The other two gentleman are from California and Florida. They stated they will have a crew of about 5 people to start with, hope is to continue to grow. Everything done on site will be done by them. There will be no manure pumped in, all coming in through the pipes from Larry’s farm. Larry handles manure into digester, after the cows pass it out, they release gas, gas goes to the top of the tank, pipe that goes out into their tanks, the manure goes back into his lagoon tanks. They are only hooking up onto his digester. They never take possession of the manure, they are making diesel fuel from it. Structures are 50’ tall. They stated the peek of the flue is 57’ high, the main tower breaks down the gas, they recapture the heat / flue gas, the heat exchange so they can generate their own steam through the process.  They give the process heat to the digester to gain efficiency. Finishing processes involved.
Regarding emissions, gasses and smell, the hope is the monster flame goes away. Larry says there is some work on his side, he is working on rebuilding to bring it down. Long-term they would like to bring the flare down; they are working with regulation on that now. Tony explained the process. The sulfar and the gas they will be capturing. The flare is going, when they are running in essence, their burner will be emitting water, carbon dioxide, very limited. Their emissions rather than coming out at the top of the chimney, theirs come out at about 500 degrees. Even in the summer. Capture as much heat as they can, give back to Larry and then run back through. Regulations discussed: DNR regulates, follow OSHA requirements, and EPA for fuel and fuel storage. They will stay under the 20,000 gallons on site, they will truck the fuel off.  They are working with US Ventures or US Oil out of terminal in Milwaukee. And NAPA product will go to Green Bay. Larry will share the air emissions permits with them.
Sup DeBroux asked who would be the point contact. Bill said he would be, he is the site supervisor. The question still hasn’t been answered how they would handle the in lieu of taxes or if they should talk to the town’s assessor first. Agra members explained they want to be a part of the town and will work with the town. Discussion held regarding the rotten egg smell/H2S, Agra members stated, the smell should go to be non-existant. The odor concern will be reduced significantly. There shouldn’t be any new issues. 

John Metzler questioned if they see in the future they will be doing more or something different? Tony stated, based on the digester size, they stated that is all the fuel they can make. 
Sup DeBroux asked Larry if the digester will stay the same. Larry stated, he may add another tank in the future. Larry said the digester is currently about 80% efficient. Tony stated they are not nearly as pressurized. Sup DeBroux stated they will have a conversation with our Assessor and will then be back in touch with them. Agra members stated they are hoping to be up and running by end of April. 

 8.  Request by Town of Green Bay Planning Commission

A. Sign fees/rates
Clerk has presented a revised Sign Approval Application and Conditional Use Permit Application which was originally a sample given by the Zoning Administrator and Secretary of the Planning Commission.  Jason will look over and make any changes as necessary.
B. Fee Schedule Update

Zoning Administrator, Jason stated there are some questions regarding the sign fees and rates and the fee schedule overall. He stated the Code of Ordinance book references a fee schedule and there are applications the Zoning Administrator utilizes. He is requesting that these all be updated. Discussion held. It was determined between the Planning Commission Secretary, Clerk and Board they will update the applications and schedules as requested. 
 9.  Old Business


A. Garbage/Recycling Contract

Board reviewed contract from GFL Environmental. Chairman and Clerk signed the contract. This is an 84 month extension to the current agreement held on record. See Exhibit A
Regarding old business and the current zoning violation which has gone through the legal process, 

Sup Bosman stated, he met with the representative of Liberty Tire on January 12th at 2:00 pm. The day before this meeting, Sup Bosman explained to Mr. Roberts he would have one month to cure the violation on his own. Mr Roberts had brought a semi trailer and has ¼ loaded, so he has started. However, the 30 days was up 2 days ago, February 12th and there remains a lot of tires on his property which will need to be cleaned up. Sup Bosman stated Liberty Tires truck is available and it would be time to have them come. It was mentioned, there is a semi in the way which will have to be moved prior. Liberty Tire requires a Board member to be present during the removal. The Board discussed they will make arrangements either as one or split their time. It was also mentioned they would need to have a skid steer on site. They would start on the property County Rd K/ Gomand Rd property. The board further discussed how they would begin this process.
10.  Constable Report
Constable DuBois stated he had one request to pick up a stray dog on CTH T; he picked it up and it was brought to the humane society and he was informed the owner did go to pick up the dog.

11.  Correspondence Received
There was an email received from Danielle Dungan regarding the BayCare Clinic – 2023 Century Bike Ride. Sup Bosman took care of replying back to her that there would be no road projects located in the Town of Green Bay that would affect this year’s bike ride.

Clerk stated she had received a request to again allow a food truck to be located in the town hall parking lot during the Community Area Rummage Sales to be held the end of April. Discussion held. Board determined that would be fine to allow a food truck to be parked in the parking lot during the area rummage sale. John Metzler stated he would inform Nancy.
12.  Clerk and Treasurer Reports
End of year monies on hand as of end of year December, 2022 $584,209.28. Total Income for the month of December, 2022 was $300,508.57. Total expenses for the month of December, 2022 was $89,019.11. Clerk’s report agrees with Treasurer. Motion made by Sup Bosman to approve the Clerk and Treasurer reports as presented. Second by Sup DeBroux. Voice vote 3-0 Motion Carried. 
Motion made by Sup DeBroux to open the floor. Second by Sup Bosman. Voice vote 3-0 Motion Carried.
Sup Bosman, asked if there was interest in a deer collector. Jared DeChamps had expressed interest in handling it at a fee of $150 for every deer. Brown County will no longer be handling the pick up of dead deer. The Board determined if Jared was interested in doing it, he could have the job. Sup Bosman will talk to him.
John Metzler asked if we had to swear Kyle Alsteen in as the new Planning Commission member. Dawn Goodman stated the Clerk will swear him in at the next meeting Planning Commission meeting.
Motion to close the floor made by Sup DeBroux. Second by Sup Bosman. Voice vote 3-0 Motion Carried.
13.  Review Vouchers and Pay Bills  
Motion made by Sup DeBroux to review the vouchers and pay the bills. Second by Sup Bosman. Voice vote 3-0 Motion Carried. (Check numbers paid 16109-1613)
